PROCEDURE

Letters of nomination are required. Nomination letters by a colleague/peer should include
content that substantiates the nominee’s work regarding advocacy, leadership, and/or
empowerment in the area of reducing contextual barriers in the physical, social, or attitudinal
environment for individuals with disabilities within the Slippery Rock University campus
community.

Letters of nomination are due on or before 4:30 p.m. on Monday, April 10, 2023, to Allison
Peiritsch at allison.peiritsch@sru.edu. Any letters received after the due date will not be
considered.
